The Line of Life and the Line of Death
in Chapters 5 through 8 of Romans

| Monday 6/16

Gen. 2:9

9 And out of the ground Jehovah God caused to
grow every tree that is pleasant to the sight and
good for food, as well as the tree of life in the
middle of the garden and the tree of the
knowledge of good and evil.

Rom. 5:1, 10, 17

1 Therefore having been justified out of faith, we
have peace toward God through our Lord Jesus
Christ,

10 For if we, being enemies, were reconciled to
God through the death of His Son, much more
we will be saved in His life, having been
reconciled,

17 For if by the offense of the one death reigned
through the one, much more those who receive
the abundance of grace and of the gift of
righteousness will reign in life through the One,
Jesus Christ.

Rom. 6:4, 22-23

4 We have been buried therefore with Him
through baptism into His death, in order that just
as Christ was raised from the dead through the
glory of the Father, so also we might walk in
newness of life.

22 But now, having been freed from sin and
enslaved to God, you have your fruit unto
sanctification, and the end, eternal life.

23 For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of
God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

10 And the commandment, which was unto life,
this very commandment was found to me to be
unto death.

2 For the law of the Spirit of life has freed me in
Christ Jesus from the law of sin and of death.
